A SURVEY OF THE INVESTIGATIONS OF THE BRONZE ANP 1RGN
AGE SITES IN POLAND IN 1982

The Losatison oulture

Ia the 1982 field season over 30 cemeteries and about 20 settlements from varioys phasss and
regions oceupied by the Lusatian eulture were exeavated: ,

Of particular interest are the Fesults of excavations resumed at the sarthwork on Sits | at 8-
biejuchy (8), Bydgoszez provinee (J. Osteja-Zagorski, Tnstytut Historii Kultary Materiaing BAN.

Important results were obtaimed at Strobin (15), site 2, Sieradz provines (£ Kaszswski, Muzeum
Archeologiczne i Etnograficzne, £6dz). The excavations condusted there uncovered & FuFther ﬁff of
the timber-earth rampart and revealed nearby a “hoard” of bremze ebjests which included 7 Reckrngs:
6 bracelets, 2 sickles, 1 fiinger-ring and 211 small ornaments. A further hut with & hearth was found
in the centre of the enclosed space.

Larger-scale excavations of the cemetery at Mawiisjowice (20), site 1, Sigdiee province (M: Ms:
gielmice-Urban, Instytut Historii Kultury Materialnej, Warszaws) revealed 136 urp graves; 8 Bit
graves, 6 symbolic graves and 3 of undetermined type, from BA IV-V, in stratigraphical Sequisnce:
one of the urns was probably decorated with a figurail engraving. In the npeighbeurhesd, part ef
a contemporaneous settlement was uncovered (site 2).

Of considerable interest are the results yielded by the investigations carried out in the relatively
little known eastern part of the country. The excavations at Wieprzee (33), site 1, Zamo$é province
(A. Kutylowski and team, Archeologiczny Osrodek Badawczo-Konserwaterski, Lubiin) Fevealed
39 cremation graves, mostly of the urn type, from the turn of BA/Ha. A bronze eaf-fing of Seyihian
type was found at a settlement (20 pits) from BA IV — Ha D at Drohiczyn (22), site XV[, Biakjstek
province (L. Pawlata, Konserwator Zabytkéw Archeologicznych, Bialystok). Three clay figurines of
birds came to light at one of the two settlements from Ha explored at Bialobrzegi (32), sites 1, 4,
Rzeszow province (S. Czopek, Muzeum Okregowe, Rzeszow). A damaged cremation grave at
Grodek Nadbuzny (35), site 1D, Zamosé province (A. Kokowski, P, Boruch, Univwversytet M. Surie-
-Sklodowskiej, Lublin) contained a bronze armlet from BA III and a blade of a brenze sweid
(a unique fiind).

Among the sites explored in southern Poland, attention is claimed by Tur Delny-Busing (29),
Kielce province (A. Bak, A. Matoga, Uniwersytet Jagielloniski, Krakéw) where 30 BA V graves,
mostly of the cremation type, were explored and where a settlement from Ha D yiclded a Aumber
of pits and a quernstone. A further 2 urn graves from BA III and a grave covered by several layers
of stone paving and containing at least 23 human skeletons, probably assignabie te the early phase
of the Lusatian culture, were uncovered at Bochenice (26), site 2, Kielce provinee (A. Matoga,
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Uniwersytet Jagiellofiski, Krakéw). The excavations at Krzanowice (24), site 1, Katowice province
(M. Pawliniski, Muzeum Gormesfigskie, Bytom), ylelded a further 51 urn graves and 6 unuened burials
from the earliest phase of the Lusatian culture (sore with earlier elements). The final seasen ef
excavations conducted for many years at Kietrz (23), site 1, Opele provinee (M. Gedl, Uniwersytet
Jagielloriski, Krakéw) ylelded 8 eremation graves from Ha €, seme with painted vessels, and ene iA
a wooden chamber containing 20 vessels.

Attention should also be called to an isolated biritual cemetery from Ha investigated at Jaroein
(12), site 1, Kalisz province (E. Czarny, R. Grygiel, Muzeum, Jarocin), which yielded 9 cremation
graves, some with stone-settings, containing numerous iron objects (eg a ffsdtimg-hook), and an
inhumation as well. The excavation at Podrzecze (10), site 3, Leszno province (W. Smigielski, Instytut
Historii Kultury Materialnej PAN, Poznah) uncovered 3 stone circles of destroyed barrows and
1 urn grave firorm BA I11. In Pomerania excavation was continued of a barrow cemetery at Wyeze-
chowo (6), site 1, Gdaffisk province (A. Szymanska, Muzeum Archeologiczne, Gdansk); the explo-
ration of the second barrow (no V), without a stone construction, revealed 1 urn grave and 3-4 unuf-
ned burials from BA V; in the meund of the barrow a bronze arrewhead was found.

The Pomenaniam and the Belll Grave (MWejheromaiiCotosayny) aultiure

Nearly 20 sites of this culture were explored in 1982. Attention is claimed by Czarnéwko (4),
site 15, Stupsk province (D. Rudmicka, Muzeurn Archeologiczne, Gdafisk) where a multiburiall grave
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in a stone cist, with a face urn inside, has come to light. A multiburial eist grave and 7 damaged
graves of the Early pre-Roman period were examined at Warzne (5), site 1, Gdadsk previnee (B. Wia-
cek, M. Kochanowski, Muzeum Archeologiczns, Gdafisk). A elay-stene oven and a storage pit
were uncovered in a settlement of the Early pre-Roman peried at Zalesie (7), Bydgeszez provinee
(K. Walenta, Umiwersytet, £6dZ). The excavation at Mastowe (B), site 1, Pila prevince (M. Dernosa,
Muzeum Okregowe S. Staszica, Pila) reveaied 3 multiburial cist graves (a face urn, a broech of early
La Téne type). Nine graves of various types (including beil graves, ie burials beneath inverted urns)
came to light at Warszawva-Zenzen (19), site 4 (T. Wegrzynowisz and team, Panstweowe Muzeum
Archeologiczne, Warszawa),

The Przawvarskk aulure

Over 30 Przeworsk sites were investigated in the 1982 season. The most sensational discovery
was made at Siemiechéw (16), site 2, Sieradz province (M. Jazdzewska, Muzeum, Pabiamice) where
a settlement of the Late Roman period (a further 3 rectangular semisubterranean huts) and an older
cemetery were explored. Grave 25, one of the 16 uncowered cremation graves of the Late pre-lRoman
period, in addition to potsherds contained an iron helmet of a Roman legionary. The helmet, used
as an urn, was accompanied by a number of objects including a single-edged sword in a sheath, an
ornamented speaxhead, a shield boss, an iron handle of a bucket, 2 knives with handlles terminating
in a clrcle, and fragmentary brooch of M type from the end of the 1st century BC. This is the fiirst
Roman helmet of this period to be found In a grave in Central Europe. Another grave of the pre-
-Roman period yielded anether single-edged sword, and one of the $ Roman period graves comtained
an lron minlature of a shield.

Important results were yielded by the study of a number of cemeteries. At Zadwawice (13), site 1,
Kalisz province (E. Kaszewska, G. Rycel, Muzeum Archeologiczne i Etnograficzne, ¥.6dZ) explo-
ration was concluded of an extensive cemetery used from the beginnings of the pre-Roman period
to the Late Roman period; the discoveries of 1982 included a further 3 unurned burials of the Late
pre-Roman period and 15 of the Roman period (the total number of graves explored is 832). A further
19 unurned cremations of the Late pre-Roman period and 19 mostly unurned butials of the Early
Roman period (some with swords) were explored at Niechmiréw-Mala Wie$ (14), site 1, Sieradz
province (A. Kufiel-Dzierzgowska, Muzeum Okregowe, Sieradz). At Strebin (15), site 4, Sieradz
province (B. Abramek, Muzeurm Ziemi Wieluriskiej, Wielur) excavations were continued of a ceme-
tery used since the beginnings of the pre-Roman period, revealing 8 graves of the Late pre-IRoman
period and 43 of the Eatly Roman period ; the later phase of the cemetery is contempoitigous with
the neighbouring seitlement, which was explored on a large scale. At Suehedot (17), site 1, Plock
province (A. J. Tomaszewski and team, Pafstwowe Muzeum Archeollogiczne, Watkszawa) a further
53 graves of the Late pre-Roman period have come to light. A further 53 graves, mestly of the urn
type, of the Early Roman period were examined at Nadkele (21), Siedlee provinee (J. Andrzejewski
and team, Pafistwowe Muzeurh Archeologiczne, Wakszawa). The final excavation of the Late Reman
period cemetery at Opatéw (25), site 1, Czestoehowa provinee (K. Gediiomski, Univeisytet Jagiel:
loriski, Keakdw) revealed a further 3 graves and an unasseeiated fragment ef a glass beaker frem
phase D;.

Several settlements also have yielded interesting results. At Swileza (31), site 3, Rzeszow province
(M. Gruszczytfiska, Muzeum Okregowe, Rzeszéw) an amber workshop from phase D: was explored,
yielding 166 beads, 1 nodule and 10 amber pieces. The discoveries at Jallumzowice (28), slite 2, Klelce
province (K. Godtowski, J. Poleski, Uniwersytet Jagiellotiski, Krakdw), where very thick layers
(stratigraphy) of the Roman period were uncovered, included an early Roman period hut, traces of
a metallurgical worshop (crucibles, slag of non-iron metals, probably half-finished produets), 5 coins
(denarius of Traian, denarius of Hadrian, bronze coins of 4th century, 2 late imitations of bronze),
fragments of a mail-shirt and of a glass vessel. A glass cup was found In a B»/C: layer at Koprzywiica
(30), site Lysa Goéra, Tarmolinzeg province (M. Florek, Biuro Badat | Dolkwnrmacji Zabytkéw
Tarnolnzeg). The exploration of a big smelting seitlement continued at Psary (11), site 1, Leszne
province (H. Mamzer, Instytut Historii Kultury Materialnej PAN, Poznat) revealed part of
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concentration IV of smelting furnaces (7 features), patt of esneentration Vi (6 featutes), a lime
kiln, a store of ore and pits of varieus types.

The Oksymite and WieWbank culiures

In 1982 about 10 sites of each of these eultures were examined. The materials uneovered often
represent successive phases of use of one and the same site. This is the case with the cemet EE &t
Czarnéwko (4), site 5, Shipsk provinee (D. Rudnieka, Muzeum Afehesiagiczng, éﬁa&% i&H
ylelded a further 25 graves (urn graves of the Oksywie eulture and inhumatians of the Wislkar
culture, phase B.), ineluding ene grave ef the Wielbark euliure with 4 SrRameRted signe stels:

A settlement of the Tyniec group continued o be explored at Krakéw-Newa HulR-KFz8slawics
(27), site 41 (G. Tobota, P. Wawizyfiezyk, Muzeurh Arehediogiezne, Krakew-Newa Huia), revealing
3 huts with a large ameunt of painied Celtie pattery; 8ne of the RS contained 2 Bf%‘élﬂ%tﬂl ROMAR
brooches and 1 breeeh ef type 6.
