MAIJOR INVESTIGATIONS AND DISCOVERIES FROM THE STONE AND
EARLY BRONZE AGES IN POLAND IN 1980

The Palmojiitioc and the Missdlithic

During investigations of the Palaeolithic site at Krakéw, Spadzista Street (79), site C2 (J. K.
Koztowski, B. Drobmiewicz, K. Sobczyk and E. Chochorowska, Umiwersytet Jagiellofiski and
Muzeum Archeologiczne, Krakdw) two levels associated with the Aurignaciam and Gravettien
(Kostenki — Awvdeevo) cultures have been distinguished. The levels yielded several thousand fllint
artifacts and abundant osteological materials.

Excavations were continued of the late Palaeolithic site at Mosty (23), Kielce province, site
13 (K. Cyrek, Muzeum Archeologiczne i Etnograficzne, L6dZ). The amallysis of materials and the
C'* date (93404280 BC, Lod-107) indicate that the site should be attributed to the broadly con-
ceived ,,Magdalenian® culture. The investigations of the dume site at Wolkusz (8), Suwalki provin-
ce, site 5 (K. Szymczak, Komsetwator Zabytkow Archeologicznych, Suwatki), led to the discovery
of numerous flint materials of the Swiderian culture from the final Palaeolithic. Excavatioms were
commenced at Plonka-Kozly (9), Bialystok province, site 1 (E. Gieysztor, Pafistwowe Muzeum
Archeologiczne, Warszawa) in the area of flint workshops of the Masovian cycle from the fiimal
Palaeolithic. The discoveties at Michaléw (16), Piotrkéw Trybumallski province, site 1 (E. Niesio-
towska-Sreniowska, Muzeurm Archeollogiczne i Etnograficzne, £6d#) included traces of two dwel-
ling features, quadrangular in outline, as well as flint artifacts of the Mesolithic Komenmiica culture.

The Neollithic and the Early Bronze Age

The excavations continued on the Bandkeramik site at Strachéw (11), Wroclaw province, site
2a (A. Leciejewiczowa, Instytut Historii Kultury Materialnej PAN, Wroctaw) revealed a full out-
line of an overground structure, quadramgular in shape, 13 x 5.5 m, and with post-walls. Consi-
derable part of ceramics has ornament typiczl for the Sarka group. The investigatioms at Brzes¢
Kujawski (7), Wioclawek province, site 4 (R. Grygiel, Muzeum Archeologiczne i Etnograficzne,
L6dz) brought to light outlines of a third rectangular post building, 15 x 5 m, of the Bandkeramik
culture. Moteower, the site has yielded fragments of three trapeze-shaped huts of the Brzes¢ Kujaw-
ski group of the Lengyel culture. Apart from several pits this group is represented by two female
inhumation burials, one of which contained a belt composed of eight strings of shell beads, 3000
in all. One of the uncovered pits yielded rich cerarnic, osteological and stone materials aswell as
orpaments of bone of the Globular Amphotae culture. The excavations commenced at Tomaszo-
wiee (17), Krakéw province, site 1 (A. Ruszar, Muzeurm Archeologiczne, Krakow) revealed 7 pits
with large ameunts of potiery and flint artifaets of the Modimica phase of the Lengyel culture. The
ifivestigations at Szyee (18), Krakéw provinee, site 10 (E. Rook, Muzeurmn Archeologiczne, Krakow)
yielded several pits with pettety and flint artifaets of the Pleszow phase of the Lengyel culture.
Settlement materials of the jerdandw greup of the Lengyel eultute were discovered at Dobkowice
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(10), Wroctaw province (F. Brylowska, E. Niowoiyta, Muzeumn Archeollogiczne, Wroctaw). Potiery
and artifacts of flint, stone and bone and osteological material as well came to light at the seitle-
ment at Zarzyca (12), Wioclaw provinee (O. Prus, Muzeufn Archeolegiczie, Wiockaw) and at
Sandomierz (28), Tarnobizeg province (H. Kowalewska-Maiszatek, Pafistwowe Muzeusm Arshe:
ologiczne, Warszawa),

A varied set of ceramic of the Velhynia — Lublin Painted Ware eulture was ebtained in the
course of excavations at Wawelniea-Zgéezytiskie (29) Lublin province, site 6 (A. Zakesehelna, Udi-
wersytet Mariii Curie-Sklodowskiej, Lublin.

Long-term excavations of the settlement of the TRB Luboi phase at Mrowino (5), Poznan
province, site 3 were continued (W. Tetzlaff, Muzeum Archeologiczne, Poznaif). Besides the pot-
tery, found in quantities, the discoveries included a fimger-ring; of copper band with engraved or<
nament. Among TRB matierials from Szychowice (30), Zamoéé province, site 1 (S. Jastizebski,
Uniwersytet Marii Curie-Sklodowskiej, Lublin) remains of a domed oven clali speeial attention.
Numerous ceramic and flint inventories of the TRB culture were discovered at Budzyh (4), Pila
province, site 1 (A. Prinke, Muzeum Archeologiczne, Poznaii) and at Bialez Stary (6), Leszne pre-
vince, site 4 (T. Wislafski, L. Czerniak, Instytut Historii Kultury Mawsialaej PAN, Peznaf).
Remains of a big TRB settlement were discovered at Kietrz (14). Opole provinge, site B (8. Leszyeki,
Biuro Dokumrentacji Zabytkow Archeologicznych, Opole). The anallysis of potiery revealed there
shows strong influence of the Baden style. One of the pits contained a TRB vessel with a heard
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of 10 flat copper axes. The same site revealed a skeleton grave of the Ehopice-Yeselé culture, fir-
nished among others with a wrist pretestsr plate:
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
