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(PREFACE
\l

In accordance with the resolution of the Commission on
National Atlases of the IGU approved during its meeting
in Moscow, on August 11—20, 1958 — the Institute of Geo-
graphy of the Polish Academy of Sciences in Warsaw had
prepared, under the editorship of Prof. Dr. S. Leszczycki,
a bibliography of national atlases, under the title “National
Atlases, Sources, Bibliography, Articles”, which was present-
ed at the XIX International Geographical Congress held in
Stockholm, in 1960.

The above-mentioned publication comprised: 1. index of
the sources used (22 items), 2. bibliography of national atlases
with reviews published in the years 1900—1959 (altogether
130 items), 3. bibliography of selected articles dealing with
the problems of national atlases for the years 1900—1959
(altogether 90 items).

Out of the total number of 130 atlases included in the
bibliography only 40, ie. 30% corresponded to the criteria
of national atlases as defined in the articles of S. Leszczycki,
K. A. Salischev and O. Tulippe. The remaining atlases
included in the bibliography had certain features in common
with those of national atlases and could — in a way — form
substitutes for them.

The bibliography has been compiled in a comparatively
short time and it has been based exclusively on the carto-
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graphic collections of the Polish libraries. Descriptions of
numerous atlases must have been prepared, of necessity, on
the basis of bibliographical sources quoted in the first part
of the publication. This caused serious disproportions as
between data relating to some countries. For some countries
we had been able to compile a large number of atlases
whereas for others — only few due to the lack of data.
Besides, the descriptions of the atlases contained some unin-
tentional mistakes.

On the basis of an agreement with the Commission on
National Atlases of the IGU — the Institute of Geography
of the Polish Academy of Sciences started, in 1962, the pre-
paration of a new edition of the bibliography of national
atlases enlarging its scope by including in the material also
regional atlases and extending the period up till 1962. This
enlarged edition of the bibliography is to be presented at
the XX International Geographical Congress to be held in
London, in 1964.

The editorial work at the second edition of the biblio-
graphy had to fulfil three tasks: 1. to amend the data given
in the first edition and to make the information on national
atlases actual as for 1962; 2. to include in the bibliography:
a) regional atlases whose contents comprise the complex of
problems and thus: geographical environment, population
relations and economic life of a given region and even of
a small country, b) similar atlases of parts of continents,
those comprising several states eventually those of oceans;
3. to enlarge the bibliography of articles by including in it
the articles dealing with regional atlases and to extend the
information on national atlases up till 1962.

The Editorial Committee decided to include in the
“Bibliography” also atlases dealing with specific problems
e.g.: physiography, population, administrative-political divi-
sions or for school purposes, provided that they deal with the
subject on maps containing the background elements of geo-
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graphical environment and are in most cases the only exist-
ing atlases of the given country.

Atlases published for propaganda purposes and those of
a very low cartographic standard were omitted.

Atlases dealing with a particular state and published
outside its boundaries, as e.g. the atlases of the Soviet Union,
have been placed in a separate group following the national
atlases. Similarly atlases comprising several states or parts
of continents have been given separately, after the atlases
referring to the respective continent.

The data compiled and elaborated on the basis of the
Polish cartographic collections were sent by the Institute
of Geography PAN to the members of the Commission on
National Atlases of the IGU of respective countries and also
to the persons working in the field of national and regional
atlases (altogether to 49 persons in some dozens of countries),
requesting their revision, amendments and supplements.

The Institute of Geography has received 31 replies to
these inquiries. Lack of answer has been considered as an
approval of the sent material.

All the critical remarks, supplements and corrections have
been included in the following bibliography of both national
and regional atlases and articles referring to them.

The Institute of Geography of the Polish Academy of
Sciences is greateful to all the persons who participated in
the preparation of the present edition of the “Bibliography”.
Special thanks are to be expressed to Prof. K. Kuchar, Prof.
K. A. Salishchev and Prof. E. L. Yonge for their contribution
to this work.
