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In 1987 work on dot maps of the distribution of 20 boreal and subboreal plants occurring in their
range of distribution was started. The work also included the description of habitats and vulnerability of
these plants, as well as conservation problems.

The maps of five species were compiled (1): Salix starkeana Willd., S. lapponum L., S. myntilloides 1.,
Betula humilis Schran, Betula nana L. The data on five further species are presently being worked out.
They comprise Alnus incana (L.) Mnch., Myrica gale L., Rubus chamaemorus L., Chamaedaphne calyculata
(L.) Mnch: and Ledum palustre L.

The species studied occur mainly on marshy and swampy sites and are particularly exposed to dete-
rioration of habitats as a result of drainage. Most of the studied plants are legally protected.
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
